At present a thousand species are almost extinct because we hunt them or damage
their environment. Here are some of the animals in danger. The World Wildlife Fund
is fighting to save them.
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The French priest, Pierre David, was the first European to see a giant panda in
China in 1869. Today the giant panda is one of the rarest species in the world. There
are perhaps only 300 of them left. It likes to live in bamboo forests, but these are slowly
disappearing.

The giant panda can live for up to 20 years, and a big male can weigh 150
kilograms. A new- born panda weighs only 125 grams and measures less than 15
centimeters. The female panda is 800 times heavier than the baby at birth and the baby
IS 3 — 4 months old before it can crawl. It is pinkish-white at birth without dark
markings and the familiar black eyes.

Fortunately the Chinese government now protects the panda, so it should survive.
The World Wildlife Fund uses the pandas its symbol.

The story of the whale has been another great wildlife tragedy. Some of these are
the largest animals that have ever lived. A blue whale can weigh over 125 tons. Whales
are mammals, not fish and they are highly intelligent. They send messages to each other
over very long distances with high-pitched sounds.
